It isintended for AccuRev®
and Visual Studio users.

Note: Prior to Release 2013.1, AccuRev Plug-In for Visual Studio PE was called AccuBridge for Visual
Studio PE.

What is AccuRev Plug-In for Visual Studio® PE?

AccuRev® Plug-In for Visual Studio® PE (AccuRev Plug-In) is the integration between AccuRev and
these Visual Studio products:

* Visua Studio 2010
* Visua Studio 2012
e Visual Studio 2013
AccuRev Plug-In supports all versions of these Visual Studio products except the Express version.

AccuRev Plug-In implements the SCC provider interfaces that are part of the Visual Studio Package
Technology (V SPT) instead of using the Microsoft Common Source Code Control Interface (MCSCCI).
This enables the integration to provide better access to AccuRev’s unique software configuration
management features.

Using This Book

This book assumes you are familiar with your operating system and its commands, as well aswith
AccuRev, AccuWork, and Visual Studio PE.

The remaining chapters in this book describe how to get started using AccuRev Plug-In and provide
overview material on AccuRev concepts, commands, and the AccuRev Plug-In interface:

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1. Introduction

AccuRev Plug-1n for Visual Sudio PE is a package that integrates AccuRev’s source control
management capabilities with Visual Studio 2010, 2012, and 2013. It enables you to execute AccuRev
commands from within Visual Studio.

This document describes how to use AccuRev Plug-In for Visua Studio PE. For system requirements,
installation/upgrading instructions, and rel ease notes, please see the Installation and Release Notes
document.

For a short introduction to AccuRev source control concepts, see The AccuRev Usage Model on page 45.

Changes to the Visual Studio Interface

AccuRev Plug-In for Visual Studio PE extends Visual Studio’s user interface in several ways.

e an AccuRev toolbar

» an AccuRev submenu on the Visual Studio main menu (also available under File > AccuRev)

* an AccuRev submenu on Solution Explorer context menus

e an AccuRev submenu on the Visual Studio editor context menu (when editing source and text files)
* AccuRev statusindicators and tooltips available in the Solution Explorer

» an AccuRev window, available from the Visual Studio View menu, containing History, Searches, and
Synchronize tabs

» an AccuRev Depot Explorer, available from the Visual Studio View menu
» an AccuRev Workspace Explorer, available from the Visual Studio View menu

e anAccuRev panein Visua Studio’s Output window

AccuRev Toolbar

AccuRev Plug-In for Visual Studio PE provides an AccuRev toolbar, which you can display with the View
> Toolbar s> AccuRev command.

Commands that are not applicable to the currently selected item(s) in the Solution Explorer are disabled.
The Toolbar Options control (down-arrow) at the end of the toolbar lets you add or remove buttons.

If some commands on this menu are disabled, either you need to log in to the AccuRev Server, or your
solution is not in an AccuRev workspace. If Login fails, check your connection to the AccuRev Server
process.

Note: You can specify the path to the AccuRev executable in the AccuRev Executable field on the
Configuration tab of the AccuRev Options page (Tools > Options > Source Control > AccuRev
Options Page). The path to your AccuRev executable usually takes the following form:
<AccuRev_install_dir>\bin\accurev.exe. If thisfield isleft blank, AccuRev Plug-In usesthe valuein
your system PATH environment variable. If your system PATH environment variable contains multiple
entries for AccuRev executables, ensure that the current path appearsfirst.

AccuRev Status Indicators

When you are working on a project located in an AccuRev
workspace that belongs to you, AccuRev Plug-1n for
Visua Studio PE adds a decoration to each item’sicon in
the Solution Explorer, according to its AccuRev status.
An AccuRev element can have several statusindicators; if
you hold the cursor over an item’sicon, the compl ete set
of AccuRev status indicators appearsin atooltip.

If your project is not within an AccuRev workspace that
belongsto you, no icon decorations appear, and the tooltip
Not in a wor kspace appears when you hold the mouse
over an item’sicon.

Directory (folder) items do not have icon decorations. Project and solution items do have icon decorations,
indicating the status of the project file and the solution file.

2. Getting Started

This chapter describes tasks that get you up and running with AccuRev Plug-1n for Visual Studio PE.

Establishing Your Identity

All AccuRev commands must be executed by an AccuRev user. Before you can begin using AccuRev
Plug-Infor Visua Studio PE, you must establish your identity to AccuRev. Your AccuRev installation can
use either of these user-authentication methods:

* Intraditional authentication mode, AccuRev Plug-In for Visual Studio PE defaults to using
your operating system username as your AccuRev username, and stores authentication information,
user preferences and other information in the .accurev subdirectory of your home directory.

To customize that behavior, set these two user-level (not system-level) environment
variables before starting Visual Studio:

» Touseadifferent username, set ACCUREV_PRINCIPAL to that username.
» Toplaceyour .accurev directory elsewhere, set ACCUREV_ HOME to the new location.

* Inaccurev_login authentication mode, you must explicitly log in to an AccuRev Server. You can do so
using Visual Studio’'s File > AccuRev > L ogin command.

See the AccuRev Administrator’s Guide for complete information on AccuRev user management.

Establishing AccuRev Source Control

The commands executed by AccuRev Plug-In for Visual Studio PE move data between the central source-
code repository (adepot) and apersonal AccuRev work area (aworkspace). To establish AccuRev source
control over your Visual Studio project, it must be contained in aworkspace, and the project’s files must be
explicitly placed under source control with the Add to Depot command.

If you have been working with a previous version of AccuRev Plug-In for Visual Studio PE, installing the
new version automatically updates existing Visual Studio projects or solutions already under AccuRev
source control to use the new version. The sections below describe how to initialize AccuRev source
control for new and existing projects. The instructions assume that any needed depots and/or streams have
aready been created and properly configured.

Placing an Existing Project Under Source Control
To place an existing project under AccuRev source control:

1. Openthe project in Visua Studio.

2. Select the project files you want to place under AccuRev control.

Tip: To place all of aproject’sfilesunder AccuRev control, select the project folder in the Visual
Studio Solution Explorer.

3. Right-click one of the selected filesin the Solution Explorer, and choose AccuRev > Add to Depot.

Optionally, add acomment to record what you are placing under AccuRev control and why; if there are
files that you do not want to place under AccuRev control at thistime, clear their check boxes.

Click the Advanced button if you want to specify file type and file locking settings.
Click the Add button to add the solution files to the AccuRev depot.

Placing a New Project Under Source Control

Use this procedure to create a new Visual Studio project and place it under AccuRev control in an existing
AccuRev workspace. If you want to create a new AccuRev workspace, see Creating an AccuRev
Workspace on page 8.

1. Create anew project in Visual Studio.

2. Onthe New Project dialog box, check the Add Solution to AccuRev check box if it isnot already
selected.

3. Specify aname and location for the new project.
Tip: You must create the new project in an existing AccuRev workspace.

4. Complete the Name, L ocation, and Solution name fields as appropriate and click OK.
AccuRev Plug-In displays the Add Files dialog box.

5. Optionaly, add acomment to record what you are placing under AccuRev control and why; if there are
files that you do not want to place under AccuRev control at thistime, clear their check boxes.

6. Click the Advanced button if you want to specify file type and file locking settings.
7. Click the Add button to add the solution files to the AccuRev depot.

Creating an AccuRev Workspace

Use this procedure to create an AccuRev workspace using AccuRev Plug-In:
1. Select AccuRev > Open from AccuRev from the menu.
Alternative: Select File > AccuRev > Open from AccuRev from the menu.

Thefirst page of the New Workspace wizard appears.

In the Basis Stream list box, select the AccuRev stream you want to use as the basis stream for the
workspace you are creating and click Next >.

The next page of the New Workspace wizard appears.

In the Name of Workspace to Create field, enter a name for the workspace. By default, AccuRev
Plug-1n uses the name of the basis stream. Your AccuRev username is appended to the name you
specify in thisfield. For example, if your username is dfoster and you specify bluefish as the

workspace name, your workspace name is bluefish_dfoster.

4. IntheLocation field, specify where you want to create the workspace. You can use the default value
provided, if any, or change the location as needed.

5. Optionaly, change preference for appending the workspace name to its location.

If you want AccuRev Plug-In to create the workspace using standard settings for contents, type, and
end-of-line characters (EOL), click Finish. You are done; the new AccuRev workspace is ready for
use.

Otherwise, click Next>.

The next page of the New Workspace wizard appears.

7. Inthelnitial Contentsfield, select Pick and choose from Basis stream if you want to add only
specific directories from the basis stream to your new workspace.

In the Workspace Type field, optionally specify whether you want to create the workspace with
locking restrictions or anchoring requirements. If you choose either of these options, you will need to
perform an Anchor command on afile before editing it.

Inthe EOL field, specify the type of End of Line (EOL) symbol you want to use.
8. Click Finish.

Opening a Project from an AccuRev Workspace

Use this procedure to open a project under AccuRev control.
1. Select AccuRev > Open from AccuRev from the menu.
Alternative: Select File > AccuRev > Open from AccuRev from the menu.

The first page of the New Workspace wizard appears.

2. IntheBasis Stream list box, select the stream associated with the workspace that contains the project
you want to open. Then, in the Workspace list box, select the appropriate workspace.

Tip: If you want the Basis Stream list box to also display snapshot streams, select the Include
snapshots check box.

3. Click the Open workspace button.
The Open Project dialog box appears.

4. Navigate the workspace directory to locate the solution you want to open, and then click the Open
button.

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Setting AccuRev Options

Use the Tools > Options command to display the Options dialog. Then choose Source Control >
AccuRev Options Page from the tree of option types. (If this page does not appear in the tree, select the
Show all settings check box at the bottom of the dialog.) You can set user preferences for AccuRev's Diff/
Merge functionality, as well as more general options.

Diff/Merge Options

This set of options alows you to specify the text file comparison and merge tools that AccuRev Plug-In for
Visual Studio PE will use, aswell as how certain characters are treated if you use AccuRev’s toals.

When specifying values for the Diff Tools and M er ge Toolsfields, you have several options:

Use AccuRev's own tools — By default, the setting is “ AccuRev”, indicating the graphical diff and
merge tools that are part of the AccuRev product.

Choose another tool from the drop-down list — The change affects AccuRev Plug-In for Visual Studio
PE only; it does not affect the AccuRev GUI (which can also be configured to use third-party diff and
merge tools).

Fpecify a command line to be executed when the Diff or Merge command is invoked — This command
line must contain the name of atext file comparison or merge tool, and a series of substitution patterns
which indicate the files being compared or merged. The tool must either be in a directory on your
search path, or be specified with an absolute path.

Note: These patterns look like Windows batch file variables, but they are not. They are merely
placeholders that AccuRev Plug-1n for Visual Studio PE will replace with character strings.

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The next three options affect AccuRev's graphical Diff and Merge tools only. If you configure other text

Allow K eep of Kept and Backed Files— Controls whether files with statuses of (kept) and (backed)
appear in the Keep dialog when you invoke the Keep command.

Anchor on Edit — Causes an AccuRev Anchor command to be performed automatically when you
start to edit afile element in an anchor-required or exclusive-file-locking workspace. If the option is
disabled, an Anchor command is performed when you invoke File > Save.

Enable update when solution opened — Causes an Update command (from the Synchronize tab of
the AccuRev window) to be performed automatically when you open a Visua Studio solution.

Enable commit when solution closed — Causes a Commit command (from the Synchronize tab of
the AccuRev window) to be performed automatically when you close a Visual Studio solution.

Add to depot when a new fileis added to solution — Causes an AccuRev Add command to be
invoked automatically when you add a new object to aVisual Studio project (Add > New Item, Add >
Existing Item, or Add > New Folder).

Update Status on Save — Causes an automatic call to the AccuRev Server whenever you execute the
Visua Studio command File > Save on afile. This determines the new AccuRev status of the saved
file and updates its icon decoration.

This option isturned on by default. Turning it off improves performance by eliminating the call to the
AccuRev Server. To display the correct icon decoration for the saved file when the option isturned off,
invoke the command AccuRev > Refresh.

Always bring AccuRev output window pane to the top — Ensures that the AccuRev panein the
Output window is always brought to the top when you have more than one tab displayed.

Separate name and in-folder columns — The pathname is split over two columns; a Name column
with the “leaf” name, and an In Folder column with the folder/directory pathname to the element. If
this option is not selected, entire pathname appearsin a single column, labeled Name.

Number of commentsto keep in history — The number of choices to appear in the Select Previous
Comment drop-down box in the dialog boxes for the Add to Depot, Keep, and Promote commands.

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3. AccuRev-Specific Windows

This chapter describes AccuRev Plug-In for Visual Studio PE’s use of windows within the Visual Studio
interface:

* A specia “AccuRev” window, containing several tabsfor executing — and displaying the results of —
AccuRev commands.

* An“AccuRev Depot Explorer” window
* An“AccuRev Workspace Explorer” window
* The AccuWork “Query Editor”

* An*“AccuRev” panein Visua Studio’s standard Output window.

The AccuRev Window

AccuRev Plug-In for Visual Studio PE provides an “ AccuRev” window, in which you can view the results
of AccuRev commands and invoke AccuRev commands. To display this window, use the

View > AccuRev Window command. It appears automatically when you invoke AccuRev’s History
command in the Solution Explorer.

Aslong as the current solution remains open, you can close and reopen the AccuRev window without
losing information.

The AccuRev window contains three tabs, Searches Tab, the History Tab, and the Synchronize Tab. Each
tab contains atable, which you can manipulate in the standard ways:

» Clicking a column header sorts the table's row on that column’s contents. Clicking again reverses the
sort order, indicated by atriangle.

» Drag column headersto the left or right to change the column order.

»  Drag column separators to change column widths.

Searches Tab

In the Searches tab, you can search for items based on their AccuRev status, and execute commands on
search results items.
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To perform a search, click abutton on the tab’s toolbar. The items that satisfy the search criterion are
displayed in atable, with these columns:

* Type— Visua Studio file type

» Location — location within the workspace

» Satus— AccuRev status indicator(s)

* Version — AccuRev version-1D

* Overlap Stream — AccuRev stream containing the overlapped version

The tab’s toolbar includes these additional buttons:

» Click Satusto display the status of al itemsin the workspace.

» The Search Entire Workspace button is atoggle switch that controls the scope of the search. If the
toggleison (highlighted), the results table includes matching items in al the workspaces that contain
projectsin the current solution. If the toggle is off (not highlighted), the results table only includes
matching items in the current solution.

Updating Search Results

Clicking a button again reruns the search. If you change an element’s status within Visual Studio (for
example, by editing afile) while the Searches tab is|oaded with search results, the results table is updated
automatically.

Invoking AccuRev Commands

You can invoke AccuRev commands in the Searches tab: select one or moreitems, then right-click to bring
up a context menu. A command in enabled only if it applies to at |east one of the selected items. The
Searches tab commands are the same as those available in the Solution Explorer, with the addition of
Defunct and Locate in Solution Explorer. See AccuRev Command Reference on page 31 for full
descriptions of the AccuRev commands.

History Tab

The History tab displays atable containing the results of a History command. Each row lists an AccuRev
transaction that created a new version of the element.

The table contains these columns:

Name — the element's pathname within the workspace.

Time — atimestamp, indicating when the transaction took place.

Transaction — The unique number (within this AccuRev depot) of the transaction.

Action — the kind of AccuRev transaction: keep, promote, etc.

User — the AccuRev username of the user who performed the transaction.

Version — the unique version-1D of the element version that was created in this transaction.

Comment — the user-supplied comment for this transaction.

Invoking AccuRev Commands

You can select one or two transactions from an item’s history, then invoke an AccuRev command from the
selection’s context menu:

File in the Workspace — Compares the version in the selected transaction with the version currently in
your project.

Other Version — Compares the versions created in the two selected transactions.

Checkout Version — Replaces the version in your workspace with the version in the selected
transaction.

Show Transaction — Pops up another window (“ Transaction History™), showing the compl ete contents
of the selected transaction.

Synchronize Tab

The Synchronize tab shows an element-by-element listing that answers the question: What are the current
differences between my project(s) and the backing stream(s) in the AccuRev repository?

The Synchronize tab’s toolbar provides

The element changed in the repository, but not in the project. Objects with AccuRev status (stale),
(overlap), (underlap), or (missing) are selected by thisfilter.

Outgoing

The element changed in the project, but not in the repository. Objectswith AccuRev status (modified),

And if the solution contains multiple
projectsthat are contained in multiple workspaces, the tab includes items from the entirety of al those
workspaces.

If the toggle is off (not highlighted), only items that are contained in the current solution are
displayed.

You can process an (over lap)-status item with either Merge or Revert to Backed Version. The only
command available for a (stale)-statusitem is Update.

Clicking the Update button at the bottom of this window |aunches a series of AccuRev commands to
perform the operations you' ve configured.

Pops up a Commit Outgoing Changes window, in which you can send your changes to the repository,
using the AccuRev commands, Add to Depot, Merge, and Promote.

Creating Streams

Use this procedure to create a new dynamic stream, snapshot stream, or pass-through stream from the
Depot Explorer.

Tip: If you want to create a snapshot stream, choose New Snapshot.

Click the stream you want to use as the stream’s or workspace's new backing stream.

Click Ok to dismiss the informational message and complete the reparenting operation.

File View
The File View in the Depot Explorer displays the files associated with a selected stream or workspace.
To display the File View:

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2. Rignht click the stream or workspace, and choose Open from the shortcut menu.

The File View appears on anew tab in the Depot Explorer.

Shelving AccuWork Issues

In some cases, you may want to stop working on a project for the time being and to remove elements
related to that issue from your workspace. This processis known as shelving an issue. To shelve an issue
means that changes you have made to files that are associated with the issue are purged from your
workspace. For example, suppose that you are working on issue 1 and you change filel.xml and file3.java
and you then perform a keep operation on the files and add them to the issue. If you then shelve the issue,
the AccuRev Plug-In for Visual Studio PE purges those files from your workspace. The files are still
associated with the issue, but they are no longer in your workspace.

To shelve an AccuWork issue returned by a query:

1. When logged into AccuRev, select the New Query button '+ in the AccuRev tool bar.
2. Inthe Query Editor dialog box, select the Field field and select a setting from the drop-down menu.
3. Select the Value field and select a setting from the drop-down menu.
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4. Select Run Query.

5. Inthequery resultsin the bottom portion of the Query Editor dialog box, right-click the issue you want
to shelve and select Shelve from the context menu.

directories are enabled if they apply to one or moreitemsin the current selection. Certain commands, such
as History, are enabled only if asingleitem is selected.

Command enabling and execution takes into account the fact that a project consists of ahierarchy of items.
In particular, invoking a command on an item sometimes causes the item’s subhierarchy to be processed,
also. Examples:

* Invoking the Keep command on adirectory operates on files within that directory. If no files are
candidates for Keep, the command is disabled.

* Invoking the Keep command on a project or solution item provides an easy way to invoke the
command on all the project’s or solution’s (modified)-status elements.

* A Keep command invoked on code file MainFor m.vb can aso include its subitems: the form-design
file MainForm.designer.vb and the resources file MainFor m.resx.
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The following sections describe the AccuRev commands that are available within Visual Studio:

»  Section Commands that Operate on Files and Directories on page 32 describes most of the commands
that you' [l use on aday-to-day basis. These commands are available in the Solution Explorer and also
on the Searches Tab and the Synchronize Tab of the AccuRev window.

» A few additional commands, which operate on historical versions of elements, are described in section
Commands Available on the History Tab on page 40.

e Commands that don’t operate on individual files and directories are described in section Commands
Available on the AccuRev Menu on page 42.

e Certain Visua Studio operations cause AccuRev commands to be executed automatically. Thisis
discussed in section Automatic I nvocation of AccuRev Commands on page 44.

Commands that Operate on Files and Directories

The following commands operate on the files and directories within Visual Studio projects and solutions.
Most are available in the Solution Explorer, and are a so available in the Searches Tab and the Synchronize
Tab of the AccuRev window.

Add to Depot

Converts the selected items into AccuRev version-controlled €lements. The directory containing the files
isaso converted to an element, if necessary. You are prompted to enter a comment, just as with the Keep
command.

This command applies only to items not already under AccuRev version control — that is, to itemswhose
AccuRev statusis (external).

Keep

Saves the changes you’' ve made to one or more elements as “ private” versionsin the AccuRev repository.
These versions are visible only in your workspace — not in the backing stream or other users' workspaces.
Use the Promote command to send versions created with K eep to the backing stream, making them public.

You are prompted to enter acomment, which can span multiple lines. You can reuse a comment that you
have entered previously for aK eep, Add to Depot, Promote, or Defunct command — in this Visual Studio
SESSioNn Or in a previous one.
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After selecting an old comment, you can revise it before submitting it as the comment for the current
command.

Anchor

Activates the selected file in your workspace, adding it to the workspace's default group. Doing so
ensures that:

* Thefileisnot read-only.
* Thefilewon't be overwritten by an Update command.

If your workspace uses the exclusive file locking or anchor-required feature, itsfiles are initially read-
only. In that case, you can Anchor the file before editing it, or AccuRev Plug-In for Visual Studio PE will
invoke Anchor automatically when you save the file.

Promote

Convertsthe “private” versions of one or more file elementsinto “public” versions. It takes versions that
you previously created in your workspace with Keep, and sends them to the backing stream shared by you
and other members of your development team. You are prompted to enter acomment, just aswith the Keep
command.

If any of the selected files have been changed since their last Keep — and so have (modified) status— this
command first K eeps the changed files, then Promotes all files in the selection with (kept) status.

Change Package Trigger

If a change package trigger is defined for the current depot’s issue database, a Select | ssue Number(s)
dialog box appears, displaying a set of AccuWork issue records. The change package trigger definition
includes a query, which dynamically selects the set of issue records to display. (If you are using athird-
party issue tracking system with AccuRev, this dialog box gives you the option of displaying issues using
either the AccuWork issue number or the third-party system key, as shown below.)
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You must select one or more of these issue records by point-and-click, or by typing in the Issue Number(s)
input field. Use SPACE characters to separate multiple issue numbers. When you click OK, the versions
being promoted are added to the change packages of the selected issue record(s).

Merge

Combines two versions of an element, producing a new version in your workspace (recorded as a Keep
transaction). Typically, you need to merge when you and another team member both modify the same
element, and your colleague Promotes her changes to the common backing stream before you do. (This
command is the equivalent of “Resolve” in other source code management terminologies.)

(available in the AccuRev window only) Highlights the selected item in the Solution Explorer pane,
expanding the item’s project hierarchy if necessary to make it visible.

Open File

(available in the AccuRev window only) Opens the selected file in Visual Studio’s tabbed document
window.

Populate

Restores afile with (missing) status to your project. To locate such files, use the Missing element search —
see the documentation for the Searches Tab on page 17.

The Populate command copies the version currently in the workspace stream (in the AccuRev repository)
to the workspace. For more information, see “What's the Difference between Populate and Update?’ in
AccuRev Technical Notes.
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Invoking the Populate command displays adialog listing the files and directories to be populated. Use the
checkboxes in the Populate column to choose which of the listed items will be populated.

There are two other controls at the bottom of the dialog:

* Recursive— For each item in thelist that is a directory, perform a Populate command on that element
and on all elements below it.

* Overwrite—For eachitem inthelist that isafile, replace thefile (if any) currently in your workspace.
If this checkbox is not selected, no files will be overwritten.

Annotate

Invokes the AccuRev Web Interface to display aread-only copy of the selected file, prefixing each line
with one or more of the following: the user who created the line, the transaction in which the line was
added or most recently modified, the timestamp of that transaction, the version-1D of the version created in
that transaction. Also noted are lines that have been modified in the workspace but not yet kept or
promoted.

Version Browser

Shows the ancestry for each element you select in the Version Browser, agraphical view that displays the

current version of the selected element, the real ancestors of that version, and the virtual versionsthat have
one of those ancestors as a parent. The Show field in the Version Browser toolbar specifies the number of

transactions displayed in the Version Browser.

The Version Browser time line shows when each transaction took place, as well as the number and user
associated with the transaction. Note that the time line proceeds left-to-right, therefore the most recent
versions will be visible on the right side of the Version Browser.
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Note: The Version Browser is available only if AccuRev Plug-1n has been configured to provide accessto
the AccuRev Web Interface (Web UlI). See the AccuRev Web Interface User’s Guide for more information
on the Version Browser.

Defunct

Deletes the selected file from disk, and marks it with (defunct) status in the AccuRev workspace. You are
prompted to enter a comment, just as with the Keep command.

A defunct file isno longer on your disk, but appears in the results of an AccuRev search for Defunct,
Pending, or Default Group elements. It disappears entirely from the AccuRev workspace when you
Promote the element to the backing stream.

Note: You can also defunct a directory element, but this can have far-reaching consequences. Before
doing so, consult the description of the defunct command in the AccuRev CLI User’s Guide.

Visual Studio’s Delete command removes afile from your project (and local disk storage), then
automatically offersto perform a Defunct, as well:
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Be sure to proceed with the Defunct, to keep the Visual Studio project in sync with the AccuRev
repository. If you don’t, the element will have (missing) statusin your workspace.

Workspace Information

Displays information regarding your current AccuRev work environment. See Workspace I nfor mation on
page 42.

Ignore in AccuRev

Excludes external files and directories from various operations to enhance performance and reduce visual
clutter. For example, if you never put program-generated executables under AccuRev control, you can tell
AccuRev to ignore such files.

When you select this option, a .acignor e file appears in the same directory asthefile; if you selected a
directory, the .acignorefile appearsin the parent directory.

New Query

Opens the Query Editor which allows you to create and run queries of AccuWork issues. You can use the
Query Editor to view files and versions associated with specific issues, perform Diff Against Basis
operations on them, edit issues, and shelve issues. See New Query on page 43.

Revert to Most Recent Version

Similar to Revert to Backed Version, but rolls back afile only as far as the private version you recently
created with Keep. This command is useful when you edit afile, save it with File > Save, then decide to
discard the changes.
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Revert to Backed Version

Discards the changes you' ve made to afile. It restores the version that was in the backing stream at the
time of your most recent Update command. (But if you promoted one or more versions of the element to
the backing stream since your most recent Update, it restores the most recently promoted version.)

Diff Against Most Recent Version

(text files only; single-file selection only) Compares your file with the private version you recently created
with Keep. It answers the question What have | changed since my last Keep?

Diff Against Backed Version

(text files only; single-file selection only) Compares your file with the version currently in the workspace's
backing stream.

Diff Against Basis Version

(text files only; single-file selection only) Compares your file with the more recent of these ancestor
versions:

* A version that was originaly created in another workspace, and brought into your workspace with an
Update.

» A version that you created and Promoted to the backing stream.

It answers the question What changes have | made recently to thisfile?

Diff Against File on Disk

(text files only; single-file selection only) Compares your file with another file you select, using a standard
Open dialog.

Commands Available on the History Tab

These commands are available only through context menus on the AccuRev window’s History Tab.

File in the Workspace

Compares the version created by the selected transaction with the file that is currently in your project.

Other Version

Compares the versions created by the two selected transactions.

Checkout Version

Performs an AccuRev checkout (co) command, which replaces the version in your workspace with the
selected version. Thisis similar to the Anchor command, but activates a historical version rather than the
workspace's current version.

The element must currently be inactive in your workspace — that is, it must have (backed) status.
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Show Transaction

Displays a Transaction History window, showing the complete contents of the selected transaction. Some
kinds of transactions can create a new version of multiple elements.
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Commands Available on the AccuRev Menu

These commands are avail able under AccuRev on Visua Studio’'s main
menu. They are also available under File > AccuRev.

The AccuRev menu appears only if asolution is active in the Solution
Explorer. The solution need not have any projects under AccuRev source
control.

Update

Performs an AccuRev Update command on all workspaces that contain
projectsin the current solution. An update copies versions into your
workspace from your workspace's backing stream. This has the effect of
incorporating other people's changes, which they have promoted to the
backing stream, into your workspace.

Update Preview

Lists the changes that would be made by an actual workspace update in the
Output window’s AccuRev pane.

Login (Logout)

If AccuRev is configured to use the accurev_login user-
authentication scheme, you must execute this command
before you can perform any AccuRev operations within
Visua Studio.

Do not use this command if AccuRev is configured to
use the traditional user-authentication scheme. See
Establishing Your Identity on page 5 for more
information.

Synchronize Time

Contacts the AccuRev Server and updates the status of all itemsin the solution. Use this command if a
process other than Visual Studio has modified development files.

Open in Web
Opens the AccuRev Web Interface in anew tab in Visual Studio.

View Streams

Opens the AccuRev Web Interface to the StreamBrowser.

Create Issue

Opens the Issue Edit form, which allows you to create a new issue in AccuWork.

View Issue Queries

Opens the Query Browser, which allows you to create, manage, and run AccuWork queries.

New Query

Opens the Query Editor which allows you to create and run queries of AccuWork issues. You can use the
Query Editor to view files and versions associated with specific issues, perform Diff Against Basis
operations on them, edit issues, and shelve issues.
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Automatic Invocation of AccuRev Commands

When you perform aVisua Studio operation that changes aproject’s “ namespace”, an AccuRev command
is executed automatically, in order to keep the Visual Studio project namespace in sync with the AccuRev
repository namespace.

Rename

If you perform a Rename command on an element, a corresponding AccuRev Rename (or move)
command is invoked automatically. The change islogged to the AccuRev pane of the Output window:

Delete

If you perform a Delete command on an element, a corresponding AccuRev Defunct command isinvoked
automatically. Be sure to proceed — don’t choose to cancel in the Defunct dialog box. If you cancel, the
element’s status becomes (missing).

Moving an Element

You can change the location of an element by dragging it from one directory to another — perhapsto a
location in another project — while holding down the SHIFT key. You can also move an element with the
Cut and Paste commands. AccuRev Plug-In for Visual Studio PE handles such operations as follows:

» |f the destination is within the same AccuRev workspace — though not necessarily within the same
Visua Studio project — an AccuRev Rename (or move) command isinvoked automatically. (Note
that in a C++ project, the copy operation does not create afile system object, merely areferencein the
project file))

» If the destination is not within the same AccuRev workspace, the AccuRev Rename command fails.

Note: A “plain” drag-and-drop, without holding down the SHIFT key, implements a copy operation, as
does a Copy-Paste sequence. No AccuRev command isinvoked in this situation. If you copy theitem
to alocation within an AccuRev workspace, the new copy becomes an (exter nal) item.
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A.The AccuRev Usage Model

This chapter introduces the basic AccuRev concepts and procedures that will enable you to be comfortable
and productive using AccuRev on day one. More detailed information is alwaysjust aclick away: pressing

F1 or clicking the help button (') anywhere in the AccuRev GUI provides you with access to the entire
AccuRev documentation set in both HTML and PDF formats.

The AccuRev® Usage Model

AccuRev’'s flexibility makesit easy to use for avariety of development scenarios. But like every software
system, AccuRev has usage models that were foremost in the minds of its architects. This section describes
the most common usage model.

AccuRev is a software configuration management (SCM) system, designed for use by ateam of people
who are developing a set of files. This set of files might contain source code, images, technical and
marketing documents, audio/video tracks, or any other digital content the user putsinto the system. The
filesand directoriesin AccuRev are said to be "version-controlled" or "under source control”.

For maximum productivity, the team’s members must be able to work independently of each other --
sometimes for just afew hours or days, other times for many weeks. Accordingly, each user has his own
private copy of the version-controlled files. The private copies are stored on the user’s own machine (or
perhaps in the user’s private area on a public machine), in adirectory tree called a workspace. We can
picture the independent workspaces for a three-user team comprised of John, Mary, and Derek as follows:

talon_dvt_john talon_dvt_mary talon_dwvt_derek

This set of users workspaces uses the convention of having like names, suffixed with the individual
usernames. AccuRev enforces this username-suffix convention. In this example, talon_dvt might mean
"development work on the Talon product”; john, mary, and derek would be the users' login names.

From AccuRev’s perspective, development work in this set of workspacesis a continual back-and-forth

between getting "in sync" and "out of sync":

« Initialy, the workspaces are completely synchronized: each workspace has copies of the same set of
version-controlled files.

»  The workspaces become unsynchronized as each user makes changes to some of thefiles.

» Periodicaly, users share their changes with each other. When john incorporates some or al of mary’s
changesinto his workspace, their two workspaces become more closely (perhaps completely)
synchronized.

Thefirst step involves apublic data area, called astream. A streamis an AccuRev structure with two very
important features that support and simplify parallel development. First, asimplied by the preceding
illustration, numerous individual contributors can create workspaces on a single stream, allowing them to
easily share their work with others, and to get changes from them when they wish. Asyou will see |ater,
AccuRev has numerous safeguards that prevent one user from overwriting another user's changes, and
toolsthat help you resolve conflicting changes when they occur. Second, in astream hierarchy, inheritance
lets child streams automatically inherit changes from the parent streams above them, reducing the need for
tedious merges that might otherwise be regquired when several devel opers are working on the same code.

AccuRev has several kinds of streams, but the most common one is the backing stream. Later, we will
show you how the data in this public stream "isin back of" or "provides a backstop for" al the private
workspaces of the team members.

Change and Synchronization: The Four Basic
Commands

With the usage model described above, you will be able to accomplish most of your AccuRev work with
four simple commands: K eep, Promote, Update, and M er ge. These commands are described in the
following sections.

Keep: Preserving Changes in Your Private Workspace

An AccuRev workspace isjust anormal directory tree, in which you make changes to version-controlled
files. You can work with the files using text editors, build and test tools, IDES, and so on, just asif the files
were not version-controlled at all. For example, you might edit a source file and invoke the editor’s Save
command a dozen times over the course of an hour or two. These operations do not involve AccuRev at al
-- the operating system changes the contents and the timestamp of the filein your workspace.
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You do not need to perform a"check out" operation or
otherwise get permission from AccuRev before editing a
filein your workspace. (Some legacy SCM systems do
impose such aregimen, and AccuRev can be configured
to require checkouts, if your organization requires them.)

Every so often, you want AccuRev to preserve the current

contents of the file as an official new version of thefile.

You accomplish this using AccuRev’s K eep command.

Thisfigure shows how to invoke the K eep command from

the File Browser toolbar; Keep is also available from the

Actions and context (right-click) menus. Note that you

can aso keep new files, like requirements.txt in the

preceding illustration -- its statusis (exter nal) because it has not yet been added to AccuRev.

Tip: The File Browser helps organize your workspace using Outgoing Changes (your work), Incoming
Changes (others' work), and Conflicts modes (conflicting changesin your work and that of ateammate).

You can continue modifying thefile, using K eep to preserve the latest changes, as often asyou like. Other
team memberswill not complain about "thrashing” because these new versions stay within your workspace
and do not affect any other user’s workspace.

AccuRev retainsall the versionsthat you K eep. Thismakesiit possible for you to roll back to any previous
version you created.

Several other operations are similar to Keep, in that they create anew version of afilein your workspace,
without affecting any other user’s workspace. The most important of these are:

* Renameand Move: You can rename afile or moveit to adifferent directory (or both), using AccuRev
commands. Other users will continue to see the file at its original pathname in their workspaces.

» Defunct: You can remove afile from your workspace with the AccuRev command Defunct. When
you promote a defuncted file, other userswill continue to see the file until they update their
workspaces, at which point the file will be removed. (Defunct differs from asimple Delete in that
Defunct removesthe file from your workspace, while Delete removes the physical filefrom your local
directory.)

More About Keep

We said earlier that AccuRev "retains all the versions that you K eep". But where? Each time you Keep a
file, its current contents are copied to the AccuRev repository, located on the machine where the AccuRev
Server runs. You do not need to care about the name and precise location of this copy. Each version you
create has aversion-1D, such asvelo_dfoster\2 (which translates as "the 2nd version of thisfile created in
workspace velo_dfoster™).

AccuRev keeps track of the status of each file in aworkspace. After you Keep afile, the Status column in
the AccuRev File Browser containsthe indicator (kept). It also contains the indicator (member), meaning
that the file belongs to the set of files you are actively working on. (See Active and Inactive Files for more
information.) The Version column displays the version-ID.
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A change to the data within afile, recorded by Keep, is termed a content change; the change made by
Rename, M ove or Defunct istermed a namespace change. (Many SCM systems do hot handle namespace
changes at all, or have very limited capabilitiesin this area.) As noted previously, AccuRev saves a new
copy of thefile in the repository whenever you make a content change. But it does not need to copy thefile
when you make a namespace change; rather, the AccuRev Server just records the change in its database.

To perform version control on directories, AccuRev only needs to keep track of namespace changes --
renaming, moving, or deleting a directory. Unlike some legacy SCM systems, AccuRev does not need to
record a new directory version when you make a content change -- for example, adding a new file to the
directory.

Promote: Making Your Private Changes Public

At some point, after you have used K eep to create one or
more new, private versions of afile in your workspace, you

development team. A stream also has a bit of "traffic controller” built in, preventing team members’ efforts
from colliding and providing other mechanisms to control the flow of data.

A stream is not, as you might initially suppose, a set of copies of promoted files. Rather, it ismore like a
list of version-IDs.

In SCM vernacular, a stream is a configuration of a collection of version-controlled files. The term
"stream" is apt, because it implies the ongoing changes happening in a development project. Eachtime a
user promotes aversion of file logic.xml, the stream configuration changes for that file -- for example,
from "the 5th version created in workspace talon_dvt_derek" to "the 7th version created in workspace
talon_dvt_mary".

Promotion and Parallel Development

Sometimes, AccuRev does not allow you to promote a file to the devel opment team’s stream, because
another team member has already promoted the same file (after modifying it in their own workspace).
AccuRev prevents you from overwriting your colleague’s change to the team’s shared stream. This
situation is called an overlap: two users working at the same time on the same goal, to create the stream’s
next version of a particular file.

Before you can promote your changes to the stream, you must first perform a merge on the file that has an
overlap. This command is described in Merge: When Changes Would Collide on page 51.

Active and Inactive Files

Asyou work with afile using the commands described above, AccuRev considers the file to aternate
between being active in your workspace and inactive:

» Thefileisinitialy inactive.

*  When you create a new version in your workspace, using K eep, Rename, Move, or Defunct, the file
becomes active.

*  When you make your private version public, using the Promote command, the file becomes inactive
again.
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Later, you might restart this cycle, making the file active again by creating another new version of it.
Alternatively, updating your workspace might overwrite your inactive file with anewer version that
another team member promoted.

AccuRev keeps track of the set of active filesin your workspace. Officialy, this set is called the default

group. You might find it easier to think of it as the workspace's "active group”.

More About Promote

The Promote command does not copy the promoted version to the AccuRev repository. It does not need
to. Promotion just gives an additional nameto aversion that already existsin the repository -- having been
placed there by a previous K eep command (or Rename, M ove, or Defunct). For example, promoting "the
7th version created in workspace talon_dvt_mary" might give that version the additional name "the 3rd
version promoted to stream talon_dwvt".

Just to emphasi ze the previous point: a stream does not reside in the file system, but in the database used by
the AccuRev Server. Promoting a version to a stream does not create a copy of afile; it just creates an
additional file-reference in the database.

It might seem strange at first that deleting afile with the Defunct command makes the file active. The File
Browser continuesto list the file -- with a (defunct) status -- even though the file has been removed from
your workspace's disk storage. This design feature enables AccuRev to implement the file-deletion
operation using the same private-change/public-change scheme as all other changes.

We have discussed the stream that is the basis for a set of workspaces. But atypical development project
has many streams, organized into a hierarchy. Promoting a version to a higher-level stream from a lower-
level stream makes that version "even more public" -- for example, available to users outside your local
development team.

Update: Incorporating Others’ Changes into Your Workspace

As users work independently of each other, the contents of their workspaces increasingly diverge.
Typicaly, some of the differences between workspaces are inconsistencies. For example, changes that
John makes in areport-library routine might cause errorsin the report program that Mary iswriting. To
minimize the time and effort required to resolve inconsi stencies during the integration phase of aproject, it
makes sense to have users synchronize their workspaces on aregular basis.

With AccuRev, synchronization does not mean incorporating datainto
your workspace directly from one or more other workspaces. Instead,
synchronization involves copying data into the workspace from the
stream to which all team members Promote their changes. Thisfigure
shows how to invoke the Update command from the File Browser
toolbar; Update is aso available from the File and context (right-
click) menus.

Tip: You can Update your workspace from any File Browser mode,
but the Incoming Changes mode shows you exactly how your
workspace will change.

Note: the stream’srole as a provider of data-- through Update
operations -- to a set of workspaces motivates the term backing stream. Think of restocking a store's
shelves with merchandise retrieved from "the back room".

So updating your workspace copies versions of certain files from the backing stream to the workspace,
overwriting/replacing the files currently in the workspace. But which files? Update changes afileif:
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» Thereisanewer version in the backing stream, and
» Thefileisnot currently active in your workspace.

Update will not overwrite an activefile, even if thereisanew version of it in the backing stream. No
matter how good someone else’s code is, you do not want his changes to wipe out the changes that you
have been making! This situation is another instance of an overlap, which was introduced in Promote:
Making Your Private Changes Public on page 48. You can encounter an overlap during a promote (if you
are trying to make your private changes public), or during an update (if you are trying to bring already-
public changes into your private workspace). You can use the merge operation to resolve al such overlap
situations. See Merge: When Changes Would Collide on page 51.

Update handles namespace changes as well as content changes. Thus, if your colleague renamed afile and
promoted the change, an update will cause thefile to be renamed in your workspace. And if your colleague
removed afile using the Defunct command, an update will cause the file to disappear from your
workspace.

More About Update

Hereis how AccuRev prevents an update from overwriting your changes: the first thing Update doesisto
analyze your workspace, determining whether each version-controlled file is "active" or "inactive".
Initially, all the filesin aworkspace are inactive -- each oneis a copy of some version in the repository.
(For each version-controlled file, AccuRev keeps track of which particular version.)

A fileis deemed to be active in your workspace if you have created anew version of it, using the K eep,
Rename, Move, or Defunct command. (There are other AccuRev commands that "activate”" afile) When
Update copies versions from the repository into your workspace, it skips over all activefiles.

Note: Update can tell if you have modified afile but have not yet stored the changesin the repository
asanew Keep version. It uses timestamps and checksums to determine this. The presence of such files
prevents the update from proceeding if updating would overwrite one or more of them with the
backing-stream version. You can use the Anchor command to activate such files, enabling Updateto
do itswork.

Merge: When Changes Would Collide

The preceding sections on the Promote and Update commands both discuss the situation in which two
users concurrently work on the same file. Their changes to the file are said to overlap. Both Promote and
Update decline to process a file with overlap status, because doing so would cause one user’s changes to
overwrite another’s changes.

For example:

»  Team members John and Mary both Keep one or more new private versions of logic.xml in their
respective workspaces.

* Mary Promotes her latest new version of logic.xml to the backing stream.
e Atthispoint, AccuRev:

*  Will not alow John to Promote his version of logic.xml to the backing stream (there is no reason
to assume that John's changes should take precedence over the changes Mary has already made
and promoted).

*  Will not overwrite John’s copy of logic.xml when he updates his workspace (again, AccuRev does
not assume that a version in the backing stream should take precedence over changes made to the
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version in the workspace). The Update command skips over thisfile, but continues its work on
other files.

* "Flags' the overlap condition by highlighting logic.xml in yellow.

Before John can either promote or update logic.xml, he must incorporate, or merge, the version in the
backing stream -- which contains Mary’s changes -- into his own copy of the file. The M erge command is
essentially atext editor, which combines the contents of two versions of atext file. The resulting "merged
version" replaces the file in John’s workspace.

Thisfigure showshow to invokethe Merge
command from the File Browser toolbar;
Mergeisalso available from the Actions
and context (right-click) menus.

Tip: Usethe File Browser Conflictsmodeto
view overlap and other conditions that
prevent files from being updated and
promoted.

Often, a merge operation is unambiguous,

and so can be performed automatically. For

example, suppose Mary's changesto file

logic.xml all occur in lines 30-50, and all

of John’s changes occur in lines 125-140.

In this case, merging the two versions

involves replacing some or al of John's 20 lines with Mary’s. Now, the edited version of logic.xml in
John’s workspace contains both users’ changes.

Note: We do not claim that the two sets of changes are semantically consistent with each other. That is
what the build-and-test cycleisfor!

If both John and Mary have made changes to the same part of the file -- say, lines 2-10 -- then John must
decide how to resolve this conflict. The graphical M erge tool makes this easy:
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After performing a merge, AccuRev automatically Keeps the merged version to preserve the results of the
merge operation. You can then Promote the merged version to the backing stream. After that, other team
members can use Update -- perhaps in conjunction with Merge -- to bring all the changesinto their
workspaces.

More About Merge

The graphical Merge tool performs a "three-way merge", which uses the common ancestor of the two
versions being merged. This agorithm hel ps to automate the merge operation, often completely
eliminating the need for human intervention. AccuRev performs merge operations on text files only.
Binary filesare "merged" by choosing which version to take.

AccuRev keepstrack of all merge operations. This greatly simplifies subsequent merge operations on files
that have been merged previously: you do not need to resolve the same conflicts over and over again.

The most common overlap situation happens when AccuRev prevents you from promoting afile, because
someone else "got there first” in creating aversion in the backing stream. AccuRev can also detect deep
overlaps, in which another user "got therefirst” in creating aversion in the parent of the backing stream, or
in other higher-level streams.
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
